Background:

The Peer Education Training and Research Institute (PETRI) -Sofia is a joint project based on the strong partnership between the National Center for Public Health and Analyses and UNFPA.
With an envision to have a regional network of organizations and individuals who implement and design high quality life skills based and peer education programs for successful improvement of youth knowledge attitude and skills about sexual and reproductive health and HIV/AIDS prevention, PETRI empowers youth networks and activists to work and contribute in the field of the peer education standardization, peer education programs, monitoring and evaluation, peer education training for vulnerable populations, peer education research, information sharing, policy dialogue and advocacy, project development and management, HIV prevention among vulnerable populations.

PETRI - Sofia and UNFPA, EECA Regional Office utilize allocated funds to address the needs and to increase the capacity of the national Y-PEER and other youth organizations and networks working in the field of young people’s sexual and reproductive health and rights.
After carefully analyzing the results of a survey on Training Needs for Peer-Educators, Youth Leaders and Focal Points of Y-PEER Networks in Eastern Europe and Central Asia, PETRI – Sofia and UNFPA EECARO have agreed on implementing the PETRI – Sofia Annual Training of Trainers.
Number of participants in the training: 2 participants per country from the Region of Eastern Europe and Central Asia. The participation of one person from each country will be funded by PETRI – Sofia; the participation of the second person will be funded by the corresponding UNFPA Country Office.

Duration of the module: 7 days
Dates of the training: July 12th until July 18th, 2016; date of arrival – July 11th; date of departure – July 19th.
Main topics to be covered: 
New interactive methods of education, Role play, Techniques for sharing information, exploring values and attitudes, Team building and trust building, Recruitment and retention of peer educators, Advocacy for SRHR, Messaging for key decision makers, Networking with stakeholders, building and maintaining partnerships, Development of advocacy strategies, Development of age-appropriate messages, Effective messaging and lobbying, Youth-adult partnership, Planning, implementation, monitoring and evaluation of advocacy campaigns, Knowledge on communication, SRHR, HIV, Gender, Sexuality, Sexual orientation and Social values, SRHR in the context of the Sustainable Development Goals and the 2030 Development Agenda.
Participant's profile: 

Participants should be individuals who have had or expect to have significant input in delivering high quality peer-based adolescent sexual reproductive health education training programmes in their countries. Participants should be actively involved in various youth related activities including: peer education, community youth work at the area of youth sexual and reproductive health and rights, participation in advocacy campaigns, volunteering and activism. Prior skills in organizing Trainings of Trainers are encouraged. 

The candidates should meet the following criteria:

· Not older than 25 years;

· Good command of English (ability to clearly understand and communicate with the group in English);

· Nominees will have demonstrated a personal commitment to youth, and adolescents SRH related activities as demonstrated by involvement in work with NGO, CBO, and showed successful performance;

· Have at least 2 years of experience in working with organizations on programs/projects for youth and advanced knowledge in peer education programme development. Nominees who have served in many roles with varied and extensive experiences are favored;  

· Nominees possess proven knowledge of sexually transmitted infections, HIV/AIDS, drug use, youth development, sexual behavior, and broader health promotion;

· Have completed the Cyber Peer and have a certificate that proves it (Cyber Peer can be downloaded from: http://tinyurl.com/cyberpeer) which should be sent to PETRI email together with the other application documents;

· Be open to learning, growing and receiving constructive criticism, which is evaluated based on an applicant’s statement of intention for the training; 

· Be able to engage a group in an educational process, appreciate an interactive model of learning, create a comfortable environment, convey accurate information, mediate conflict, and understand group dynamics; 

· Demonstrate ability to appreciate the variations of human experience and personal identities, including: age, income, race, ethnicity, religion, creed, gender identity, sexual orientation, disability, and geographic home region; 

· The nominee possesses emotional maturity, self-awareness of comfort/discomfort with various vulnerable groups and behaviors (e.g. injection drug use, sexual behaviors, commercial sex work, etc.) is required; 

· The nominee must be in position to transfer further knowledge to other youth trainers in country and region; 

· Last but not the least, the nominee must be in position to stay engaged in in-country peer education efforts, advocacy and youth related activities as a focal point for Y-PEER or other youth networks and work closely with the country office as well as their network in implementation of youth related activities.

The Applicants need to send the following documents:
1. A short Curriculum Vitae;

3. Passport copy for the communication with the Ministry of Foreign Affairs for visa issuing;

Selected participants will be notified by email by June 15th. 
Language:
Official language of the training sessions and discussions is English.
Logistical information:
PETRI – SOFIA will organize and cover the transfer to/from Sofia airport to/from the hotel for all the participants.
PETRI – SOFIA will cover all costs of one participant per country: 

· Provide participants with flight/bus tickets (participants will be provided with e-tickets);
· Provide full board accommodation during the training period in Bulgaria;
· Reimburse visa and in-country travel costs of participants (from/to their hometown to/from the airport in case they are located in different cities).
The costs of the participation of the second person from each country will be covered by the corresponding UNFPA Country Office, which is expected to:
· Provide participants with flight/bus tickets (participants will be provided with e-tickets);

· Cover visa and in-country travel costs of participants (from/to their hometown to/from the airport in case they are located in different cities);
· Cover full board accommodation during the training period in Bulgaria according to the price calculated by PETRI – Sofia – estimated cost is 650 USD.
Upon completion of the training, participants will be awarded a National Centre of Public Health and Analyses (NCPHA), UNFPA (United Nations Population Fund) and PETRI - Sofia signed certificate of attendance.
